
We have updated our Personal Learning Plans and hope this parents guide helps to outline how these plans help take forward your child’s learning.

Our P.L.P. aims to:

· improve pupils skills of planning and assessing their learning

· promote learning dialogues where pupils, teachers and parents talk about learning

· encourage pupils to be active participants in their learning




Every four weeks pupils will:

· discuss their learning with their teacher

· agree targets for literacy, numeracy, health & wellbeing and other learning

· for the next four weeks pupils assess and review their progress

· pupils also comment on their learning and record their achievements

· at the end of four weeks the pupils take their P.L.P. home to share with their parents



What can you do to help?

· parents and pupils talk about learning.  Please encourage your child to celebrate and build on their skills and knowledge

· parents encourage their child by adding a positive comment about their learning

· the P.L.P. is returned to school.

The process then starts again for the next four weeks learning.

The P.L.P. are then added to the pupils Record of Achievement.
